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On February 25, 2026, New York Independent System Operator, Inc. (NYISO) submitted an amended Large Generator Interconnection Agreement (LGIA) between NYISO as Transmission Provider, the Long Island Power Authority as Connecting Transmission Owner, and Sunrise Wind, LLC as Developer, designated as Service Agreement No. 2795 (Amended Sunrise LGIA).[footnoteRef:3]  NYISO requested that the Amended Sunrise LGIA be accepted effective February 10, 2026.
