On March 20, 2026, New York Independent System Operator, Inc. (NYISO) and Rochester Gas and Electric Corporation (RG&E) submitted an amended and restated  Engineering, Procurement and Construction Agreement among Excelsior Energy Center, LLC as Developer, RG&E as Affected System Operator, and NYISO, designated as Service Agreement No. 2774 (Excelsior EPCA).[footnoteRef:3]  NYISO requested that the Excelsior EPCA be accepted effective March 6, 2026.
