On January 23, 2017, New York Independent System Operator, Inc. (NYISO) 
filed proposed revisions to the interconnection procedures set forth in Attachments S 
(section 25) and X (section 30) of its Open Access Transmission Tariff (OATT).1 
NYISO states that the proposed revisions improve upon the interconnection study process by providing developers with additional flexibility in addressing the regulatory milestone requirement that must be met for a project to enter into a Class Year Interconnection 
Facilities Study.

therewith; and such acceptance is without prejudice to any findings or orders which have been or may hereafter be made by the Commission in any proceeding now pending or hereafter instituted by or against NYISO. 
This order constitutes final agency action.  Requests for rehearing by the
