On January 15, 2021, the New York Independent System Operator, Inc. (“NYISO”) filed
proposed revisions to its Market Administration and Control Area Services Tariff (“Services
Tariff”) to enhance the NYISO’s operational control of solar resources in order to increase the
NYISO’s ability to reliably and efficiently operate the New York Transmission System.! On
March 10, 2021, the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (“Commission”) issued an order
accepting the NY1SO’s proposal (“March 10 Order”).?
