In the event the partics have not filed an offer of
setlement by August 21, 2014, TC Ravenswood and the NYISO will cither advise the
Commission that additional time is needed 10 resolve the issues and request further deferral of
Commission action on the two filings, or advise the Commission that the parties were unable to
resolve their disputes and Commission action on the two filings is required.
