On November 24, 2025, Niagara Mohawk Power Corporation (NMPC) submitted revisions to Rate Schedule 19 and Attachment H to the New York Independent System Operator Open Access Transmission Tariff to allow NMPC to recover the costs of transmission projects it is developing in support of New York State public policy goals.[footnoteRef:2]  Pursuant to authority delegated to the Director, Division of Electric Power Regulation – East, under 18 C.F.R. § 375.307, the submittal is accepted for filing, effective January 24, 2026, as requested.
