[bookmark: Name2]On December 23, 2025, the New York State Reliability Council, L.L.C. (NYSRC) filed a proposed revision to the Installed Capacity Requirement for the New York Control Area for the period beginning May 1, 2026 and ending on April 30, 2027.  The NYSRC states that the Installed Capacity Requirement is described generally in terms of an installed reserve margin and that the installed reserve margin adopted by the NYSRC executive committee has increased from 24.4% to 24.5%.  Pursuant to authority delegated to the Director, Division of Electric Power Regulation – East, under 18 C.F.R. § 375.307, the submittal is accepted for filing, effective February 15, 2026, as requested. 
The filing was publicly noticed.  No protests or adverse comments were filed.  Pursuant to Rule 214 of the Commission’s regulations (18 C.F.R. § 385.214), notices of intervention, timely-filed motions to intervene, and any unopposed motions to intervene out-of-time filed before the issuance date of this order are granted.
