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On February 5, 2026, the New York Independent System Operator, Inc. (NYISO) and the New York State Electric & Gas Corporation (NYSEG) submitted an executed Standard Interconnection Agreement (Agreement) among NYISO, NYSEG, as the Connecting Transmission Owner, and Yellow Barn Solar, LLC, as the Interconnection Customer.[footnoteRef:3]  NYISO and NYSEG requested that the Agreement be accepted effective January 23, 2026.
