Within 30 calendar days of the NYISO issuing the final Facilities Study report (or any 
update to a final Facilities Study report), the applicable Transmission Owner(s) must 

notify the NYISO whether it declines the responsibility to develop, construct, finance, 
operate, and maintain and recovery the costs of one or more Network Upgrade Facilities 

that meet the definition of upgrade   Designated Network Upgrade Facilities  

Transmission Owner is responsible for entering into a development 
agreement, or amending an existing development agreement related 
to the selected Public Policy Transmission Project, for the Designated 

Network Upgrade Facilities

Transmission Owner is responsible to develop, construct, 
operate and maintain the Network Upgrade Facilities

(absent mutual agreement between Transmission Developer 
and Transmission Owner to the contrary)

Transmission Developer is responsible to post 
Security and pay the Transmission Owner the 

actual costs of constructing the Network 
Upgrade Facilities
